6. God is OMNISCIENT (all-knowing). He 

 everything. He did not have to 



 anything. (Ps. 147:5)
7. God is a SPIRIT. He does not have a physical 

 like we do. (John 4:24) 
He is not just a force of 


, He exists as three persons, each of which 
have 



, personality, and will. He does not have any of the physical 
or mental 



 that we have.
8. God is OMNIPRESENT. He is 



 at the same time. (Jer. 23:23-24, 
Ps. 139:7-12, Pro. 15:3) There is no remote 


 in the world, in the 
galaxy, or the universe, where God is not present. We cannot 

 Him, but He tells us in the Bible that He is there. Some people teach that He is “in everything”, or 
that He is made up of all the things and forces of

9. God is LORD. The dictionary defines “lord” as 

, master, a commander of 
the highest rank. Nobody is as great or as 

 in position as God. (Jer. 10:6) In 
every way, He is higher and 

 than we are. (Ps. 83:18) He is the highest 
power. He has 


 over everybody and everything. We are all obligated 
to 

 Him.
