5. Genesis 2:24 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.

6. Matthew 19:6 Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.

7. God did not ask Adam if he wanted a wife.

8. God is the Creator and he knows what is best for our lives.

9. Because God loved Adam and wanted to complete him, He made a wife for him.

10. God always knows what we need and He knows the best way to fulfill our needs.
11. God did not give Adam a wife right away. He knew just when Adam would need her help.

12. God brought all the animals to Adam, and Adam gave names to them.

13. Genesis 2:19-20  And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof. And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every beast of the field; but for Adam there was not found an help meet for him.

14. God gave Adam dominion (authority) over all the animals.

15. None of the animals was an appropriate helper for Adam.

16. Man is very different from the animals because he is made in the image of God.

17. Man was made to know God, to love and obey Him.
18. Animals cannot know and love God like man can.

19. Animals are not interested in the same things that interest man.

20. Animals cannot have a conversation with man.

21. Adam needed someone who was like him. He needed someone to talk with, who had the same interests, who could worship God with him.

22. Adam could not find a partner by himself. Only God could give him somebody who would be just right for him.

23. God knew just what kind of person Adam needed. He loved Adam and didn’t want him to be alone. God can give us whatever we need.
24. God made Adam go to sleep. He took a rib from his body and made it into a woman.

25. Genesis 2:21-22 And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.

26. The first woman was made as a gift to the first man.

27. God expected Adam to love and take care of the woman.

28. The woman had intellect, feelings, and will, just like the man. She could fellowship with Adam, and with God, just like Adam could.

29. Marriage was established by God.

30. Genesis 2:23-24 And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.

31. God made the woman for the man. He wanted them to live together as husband and wife and to have children.

32. Genesis 1:28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.

33. Everything God made was very good. Eve was a very good wife. Marriage was made to be a very good thing.

34. James 1:17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

35. Genesis 2:25 And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed.

36. Nakedness should only be seen by a person’s husband or wife.
37. Marriage was designed by God for one man and one woman, for a lifetime.

38. Divorce is against God’s plan.

39. God designed the family to have a father, a mother, and children. If any of these are missing from the family, it will not be as good as God wants it to be.
