1. The Author of the Bible is God. He used about 40 men to write the Bible. Almost all of them were Jews. It took about 1600 years to write the Bible.

2. The Bible was written for everyone. It has never changed.
3. God gave us the Bible so we would know Him. The Bible also tells us how to live.

4. We say that God is the Almighty Lord. That means he is the very highest power and authority.

5. God does not have a physical body. He is a Spirit. He is eternal, which means He has always existed. He will always exist.

6. God never changes. He is self-sufficient, which means He does not need anything. He lives by His own power.

7. God is omnipresent (He is everywhere). He is omnipotent (He can do anything). He is omniscient (He knows everything).

8. There is only one God. He is a Trinity of three persons: God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

9. God created everything out of nothing. He created everything by His Word. He said that everything He created was good.
10. God created everything wonderful and beautiful for man. God is good and He loves us. 

11. The sun, moon, and stars always follow the same course. This shows us that the Lord is a God of law and order. The laws of science are God’s laws.

12. God is the master of everything. He has authority to do whatever He wants with the creation, because He made it. He gave life, and He can take it. All creation ought to obey God.

13. The first two chapters of Genesis tell us that the universe was put here on purpose. It did not come to be by chance. Life was not produced by a process of evolution. Man was created by God, and man is higher than all the animals.
14. Creation is far too complicated to have come about by chance. Even the simplest forms of life are incredibly complex.

15. The Bible is an accurate historical record of creation. It has never changed. Scientists constantly change their theories.

16. God shows us much about Himself in His creation. Among many other things, we can see that He is wise, great, powerful, loving, and orderly.

17. God created spirits called angels. They were all good when He made them. They do not have physical bodies, but sometimes they are able to appear. They were all created to serve God. The angels all lived with God in Heaven.
18. Angels can go anywhere, but an angel can only be in one place at a time. They are not omnipresent like God is.

19. The most powerful angel was Lucifer. He was the most wise and beautiful of all the angels. He was made to serve God.

20. Lucifer decided to rebel against God. He wanted to take God’s place. Many angels followed him and rebelled against God. God defeated them and cast them out of Heaven.
21. Lucifer is now called Satan, which means “enemy”, “adversary”, “opponent”, and “accuser”. Today he works against God and against all that God loves. God has prepared a place of punishment for him and his angels - a lake of fire.

22. Man is a unique creation because only he is made in the image of God. Man has intellect to know God, emotions to love God, and will to obey God.

23. When God created man, he was good. The first man was Adam. God gave him the earth and everything on it. God put Adam in a beautiful garden called Eden.

24. There were many trees in the garden. One special tree was called the tree of life. 

25. Another special tree was the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. God commanded Adam not to eat from this tree, or he would surely die. He would be separated from God, the source of life. His body would eventually die when the soul left it. He would be punished forever in the lake of fire.

26. Adam gave names to all the animals. No animal was a proper helper for Adam, so God made a wife for him. She was made from Adam’s rib. Her name was Eve.

27. God did not want Adam to be alone. God wanted Adam and Eve to have children. He established the family.
28. Just like Adam, Eve could talk with God, love God, and obey God.

29. Life in the Garden of Eden was wonderful. There was no disease or death. The work was not very hard. The weather was always perfect. Food was plentiful and free. There was no sin. God came every morning to walk and talk with Adam and Eve. There was only one rule - “Don’t eat from one of the trees.”
