Lesson 10 - Adam and Eve Disobeyed God

1. God created Adam and Eve and put them in the Garden of Eden. Life was wonderful there. They had everything they needed. They had no sickness or death; no weeds or harmful insects. Work was easy. Weather was perfect. There was no sin, so they could fellowship with God and had no conflict with each other.
2. Satan hated God and wanted to destroy the wonderful relationship between God and man. He knew about God’s command, that Adam was not to eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. He entered into a serpent and spoke to Eve. Satan lied to her. (Genesis 3:1-5)

3. Satan is a liar. He wants to hide who he really is. He wants to make good look bad. He wants to make evil look good. He says that God’s Word is not true.
4. John 8:44  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.
5. Satan asked Eve a question about God’s command. He wanted her to doubt what God had said. Eve replied that God had said not to eat or touch the fruit. That was not what God said. He commanded not to eat the fruit. Eve added to God’s Word.
6. Then Satan said directly that Eve would not surely die. He denied the truth. He was saying that God was a liar. Then he said that eating the fruit would be a good and helpful thing to do. He wanted Eve to rebel against God, just like he himself had done. He wanted to become God, and now he told Eve she could be like God.
7. Eve took the fruit and ate it. She was deceived by Satan. She thought she was doing something good. Then she gave some to Adam and he ate it. He was not deceived. He knew he was doing something wrong. He did not want to obey God. He wanted to be in charge of his own life.
8. 1 Timothy 2:14  And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression.
9. Sin separated God from man. Because man sinned, he had to die. Sin separates man from the source of life.
10. Isaiah 59:2  But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear.
11. God is holy. He cannot accept sin or have fellowship with anybody who is in rebellion against Him. He hates all unrighteousness and punishes disobedience with death.
12. Romans 6:23  For the wages of sin is death...
13. Adam immediately died spiritually. He was separated from God. Because of this separation, he would eventually die physically. Because of sin, he deserved to be punished eternally in the lake of fire.
14. Adam and Eve’s sin made them feel guilty and ashamed. They tried to cover themselves with aprons made of leaves. They were afraid of God. They tried to hide from Him, but they never could, because God sees everything.

15. You cannot cover your sins by the works you do. Only God can cover your sins.
16. Satan still deceives people today. He lies. He hides who he really is. He tells us to doubt God’s Word. He makes good look bad. He makes evil look good. Don’t follow after anything Satanic, like witchcraft, rock music, drugs, pornography, horoscopes, fortune tellers, palm readers. Any of these things will harm you.
17. Sometimes Satan speaks to your mind and tells you lies. Sometimes he sends people to you that will lie to you. Sometimes our own sinful nature causes us to listen to Satan’s lie. Sometimes Satan approaches us openly with Satanism.
18. Everything God said about sin was true. God always tells us the truth. He cannot lie.

19. The Devil hates you and wants to destroy your life. God loves you and wants you to have a wonderful life forever.
20. Adam and Eve’s sin is called “the fall of man”. This is the greatest tragedy of human history. Their sin is the cause of all suffering, death, sickness, war, conflict, broken homes, and all the other troubles in the world today.
