Lesson 14 - God Judged the World With a Flood

1. The population of the earth multiplied. By the time of Noah, there were already many people on the earth. Most people who lived in those days did not want to obey God. They only wanted to live for their own pleasure. They became very evil.
2. God the Holy Spirit struggled with the people. He hated their sins, but He loved them and wanted them to repent and come to Him. He wanted them to change their minds, to admit they had done wrong, and to believe in Him. He continually called them to repent, but they would not. (Gen. 6:3) 
3. God warned them that He would not always struggle with them. He sent them prophets, like Enoch and Noah. (2 Pet. 2:5) He told them that He would give them 120 years to repent. If they decided to follow after Satan, and would not obey God, then He would punish them. 
4. Most people followed the godless way of Cain. Their sins grew worse and worse. They refused to believe in God’s Word. They would not trust Him and His mercy. They were born in sin, because they were the descendants of Adam. Besides that, they liked to sin, and they refused to agree with the righteousness of God. They were all guilty before God, and could not blame anyone else for their sin. They were in rebellion against God, and they thought about evil all the time. (Gen. 6:5) God sees everything. He hears every word and knows every thought. 
5. God said He would destroy the wicked world, all the people, and everything He had created for them. (Gen. 6:6-7) He always keeps His Word. When He said Adam and Eve would die, He kept his Word. When He said Cain and Abel had to bring the right sacrifice, He kept His Word.
6. God was merciful to Noah and his family. (Gen. 6:8-10) Like everyone else, Noah was born in sin. He did not earn salvation. He deserved to be punished, like all the other people. But Noah believed God and came to God with faith, bringing the blood sacrifice as God had commanded. He admitted his guilt and believed God’s promise of a coming Saviour.
7. God gave grace to Noah. Grace is the goodness of God, given to sinners who do not deserve it.
8. God told Noah that he was going to destroy the world with a flood. He commanded Noah to build an ark to save his family and all the land animals. 
 (Gen. 6: 13-21) God gave detailed instructions about how to build the ark. The ark had to be built God’s way. Noah could not build the ark his own way. The ark was as big as a modern cruise ship. It is very important to notice that the ark only 
had one door. There was only one way to get into the safety of the ark – God’s way. Nobody could get into the ark his own way.
9. Noah believed and obeyed God. He believed that God was going to punish sin. He knew that he was worthy to be punished, but he came to God God’s way, and God saved him.
10. In those days, it never rained. There was a layer of water above the atmosphere. A mist came up from the ground to water the earth. Noah had never seen rain, but he believed God, Who said it would rain. Today God wants us to believe in things we have never seen, like Heaven, Hell, and the coming judgment day. 
11. God told Noah to put his family and the animals into the ark. (Gen. 7:1-5) Noah warned the other people about the coming flood. There was room for others to be saved, but they would not believe God’s promise. Noah believed, and he went into the ark with his family. They all went into the one door. (Gen. 7:15-16) 

12. After 120 years of waiting for people to repent, God closed the door. Then it was too late for anyone else to get into the ark. It was too late to believe God and obey Him. They would not come to God His way, and now there was no way to come to God. It began to rain. Some of the water came down from the layer above the atmosphere. Other water came up from under the ground. The world was completely covered by water. God destroyed everything and everybody that was outside the ark. Everything and everybody inside the ark was safe. 

13. The spiritual struggle for the human mind continues today. God warns us to repent of our sins. He tries to get our attention. His creation shows us the truth of His existence. He speaks with us through His Word, the Bible. The Spirit of God speaks to human hearts and says, “Listen to the way of God and believe.” He uses people who believe in Him to tell other people what God has written. 
14. Satan also tries to influence the human mind. He says, “Don’t listen to God’s Word. You can live without God.”

15. God will not always struggle with you. If you will not listen to Him, He will stop talking to you. If you continue to say “no” to Him, His voice will grow quieter until He gives up on you and lets you go your own way. When a person will not listen to God, The Bible says he has a hardened heart. This person will die and be forever separated from God in everlasting punishment, which makes God very sad. (Ezek. 33:11)
