Lesson 15 - God Remembered Noah
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Fill in the blanks as we study the lesson.

1. God destroyed the world with a flood. Noah and his family were safe inside the ark. The rain began in the second month, and continued to fall for 40 days and 40 nights. (Gen. 7:17-24) The water was deep enough to cover the highest places on earth with at least 15 cubits of water. (7 meters). Probably the mountains then were not as high as they are now, and the oceans were not as deep. (Psalm 104:8)
2. The waters covered all the highest places. All people, land animals, and birds were destroyed, except those that were inside the ark. The waters covered the highest places for 150 days.

3. (Gen. 8:1-4) God stopped the rain. He stopped the flow of water from the earth. He sent a wind to blow on the water and begin to dry the earth. The forces of nature are under God’s control. 

4. In the seventh month, the ark rested on the top of one the mountains of Ararat. The earth was still mostly covered with water, but it continued to go down.

5. (Gen. 8:5-12) In the tenth month, Noah could see the tops of the other mountains in the area. 40 days after that, Noah sent out a dove and a raven to see if they could find dry land. The dove came back. It could not find a safe dry place. 7 days later, Noah sent out the dove again. It came back with an olive leaf. Now there were trees growing, but it was still not dry enough. 7 days later the dove went out again. This time it did not come back. It had found a dry place to live.
6. (Gen. 8:13-19) 11 months after the flood began, Noah removed the covering of the ark. A month after that, God told him to leave the ark. They had been in the ark for about 1 year and 10 days. God promised to destroy the world and to save the people and animals in the ark. God always keeps His Word.
7. Several stories have been told in recent years about explorers who say they have seen the ark up in the mountains of Ararat, in modern day Turkey. This is very interesting, and it may be true, but we do not need to see the ark to believe the story is true. The Bible is God’s Word, and God cannot lie. (Titus 1:2)

8. The story of the flood explains many things that science find in our world. The earth is now cracked like an eggshell, with sedimentary deposits осадочные отложения that are miles deep, containing billions of dead things that were buried in the flood. This evidence is worldwide. The fossils do not prove evolution, they prove that God destroyed the world. True science always agrees with the Bible. 
9. (Gen. 9:1-4) God gave Noah and his sons some very important commands. They were told to have children, and they were told to fill the earth with people.

10. God gave Noah and his sons authority to control the animals, birds and fish. God told them they could eat any of the animals. Before this time, people had only been allowed to eat plants. God told them not to eat blood.

11. (Gen. 9:5-6) God commanded that any person who murders somebody must be put to death by people. The death penalty is God’s righteous judgement for murder. It must be administered by man, so we consider this command to be the first establishment by God of human government.

12. (Gen. 9:11-15) God promised to never again destroy the whole earth with a flood. He gave the rainbow as a sign of this promise.
13. (Gen. 9:11-15) Noah’s sons did have many children. We are all descended from Noah. His three sons are the fathers of all races and nations of people in the world. Genesis chapter 10 gives us a detailed list of their descendants and where they went to live. Generally speaking, Japheth was the father of European people. Ham was the father of Africans and Asians, and Shem was the father of the Hebrews.

14. (Gen. 11:1-4) All people spoke the same language. They did not want to travel all over the world and cover it, as God commanded. They wanted to stay together in one place, so they began to build a city near present day Baghdad. They started to build a great tower of bricks, called the Tower of Babel. They wanted to “reach unto heaven”. The tower was a religious center. It was a sign of their pride and their disobedience to God.
15. (Gen. 11:5-9) God was not pleased with their rebellion. He sees everything. History tells us that they began to worship the sun, the moon, the stars, and images of people and animals. They were under the power and influence of Satan, who always tries to oppose the plan of God.
16. God stopped them from building their tower. He made them to speak in different languages. They could not understand each other. They could not work together. They could not even live together any more, so they went to different places, all over the world. That is exactly what God told them to do in the first place. This event is the reason we have so many different languages in the world today. These people were our ancestors.
17. Like our ancestors, people today do not want to obey God and give Him the first place in their lives. Instead of worshipping God, people today worship false gods like money, pleasure, selfishness, humanism, and materialism.
