Lesson 16 - God Spoke to Abraham

1. Most people do not know much about their ancestors. We will learn about a man who lived about 4000 years ago who is still remembered by his descendants. They remember him because of what God promised him. They remember him because he believed God.
2. Abram was a descendant of Shem. He lived in the city of Ur, not far from where people tried to build the tower of Babel. His wife’s name was Sarai. They had no children, which in those days was considered to be shameful. Every couple wanted to have a child, especially a son. (Gen. 11:27-30)
3. The people in Mesopotamia where Abram lived worshipped idols, but Abram believed and obeyed the true God.

4. Terah, Abram’s father, left Ur and went to Haran. Abram and Sarai went with him. Abram’s nephew Lot went with them. (Gen. 11:31-32) They lived there until Terah died.
5. God talked to Abram and told him to go to another land. In those days, the Bible was not yet written, so God spoke to people directly. Today God speaks to us through His written Word, the Bible.

6. Most of the people had turned away from God, but God had not forgotten his promise to send a Saviour to rescue mankind from the power of Satan. God chose to use Abraham to be a part of His plan to save people from sin.

7. God made several promises to Abram. He promised to make him a great nation and give him a great name. He promised to bless those who bless him and curse those who curse him. The greatest promise was to bless all the families of the earth through him. This was the same promise God made in the Garden of Eden. God had said He would send a man to defeat Satan. Now He was saying that this man would come from Abram’s family.

8. It was hard for Abram to believe God’s promise. God said Abram would have a son, but he was already old, and it seemed impossible that he and his wife could have a son.

9. Abram believed God and obeyed Him. He did not know all the details about Jesus Christ, but he believed that God’s promised Saviour would be one of his descendants. Jesus said, “Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and was glad.” (John 8:56)
10. Abram was a rich man, with many servants and animals. He took all his possessions and left the city of Ur. He took his wife Sarai and his nephew, Lot.

11. Lot was also a rich man. (Gen. 13:5-7) They both had so many animals that there was not enough room for everybody to live in the same place. The servants of Lot began to argue with the servants of Abram.

12. Abram told Lot that they needed to live in different places. He kindly told Lot to choose where he wanted to go. Lot chose the best land, on the plain of Jordan toward the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah. (Gen. 13:8-11)

13. The place where Lot chose to live was beautiful and profitable, but many wicked people lived there. Lot believed in God, but he decided to live for riches instead of following God. His foolish decision would cause many problems for his family. (Proverbs 14:12 - There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.) Every time a person decides not to follow God and obey Him, he is sorry for it later.

14. The choices that we make in life will determine our destiny in this world and for eternity. If we don’t choose to obey God, we will not be happy with the result. 

Mark 8:36 For what shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?
15. Abram loved God and obeyed Him. He allowed Lot to take the best land, and he took his animals to the rocky desert land. We might think that Abram lost, but God blessed him and he became even richer.
16. The two cities on the plain, Sodom and Gomorrah, were very wicked places. The people there did not obey God. Lot did not ask God if it was a good idea to live there. He eventually lived in Sodom among some very evil people. (Gen. 13:12-13)

17. God saw all the wicked things that the people of Sodom did. He was going to have to punish them for their sins. Since Lot lived in the same city, he was in great danger. God decided to destroy the city.
18. Lot made a very selfish decision, which put him and his family outside of the blessings of God. Abram obeyed God, and trusted Him to keep all His promises. God blessed Abram.
