not to let them go. He went out with his 



 to bring them back to Egypt. (Ex. 14:5-7)
5. The Israelites were 


 between the Red Sea in front of them and the 
Egyptian army behind them. They began to 


 to Moses. Even though 
they had just seen God’s mighty 


 at work in Egypt, they did not 



Him to take care of them in this difficult situation. Moses told them to 


 in God to save them. (Ex. 14:10-14)

6. They were in a situation where they could not 

 themselves. Only 

 could make a way for them to be saved. Remember the many similar pictures in earlier lessons. Adam and Eve and their sons Cain and Abel could only come to God in 
the way God had provided – by faith bringing an animal 


. Noah could 
only be saved from the flood by following God’s instructions to build an 

. Isaac 
could only escape being sacrificed when God provided a 

 as a substitute sacrifice. Israelite families would lose their firstborn children unless they put the 


 of the Passover lamb on the door. Each time, God made a way of 
escape, but they had to 

 Him, obey His 


 and follow His plan.
7. We should understand that we are in the same type of 


 situation. Our 

 separates us from God, and we ought to be punished forever in 


. 
No 

 thing that we can do could possibly save us. Only 

 can make a way for us to be saved from Hell.
8. The pillar of cloud 

 behind the Israelites and stopped the Egyptian army 
from reaching them. Then God opened a 

 right through the Red Sea, and 
the people crossed over on 

 ground to the other side. (Ex. 14:19-22)
9. After Israel had crossed the Red Sea, the Egyptians army 


 after 
them into the open path. God took the 


 off their chariots, and then 


 the waters upon them, killing them all. (Ex. 14:23-28)
10. We accept the fact that God can do 


. He has established physical 
laws for our universe, but He is 


 them. He can do things that are not 
possible. He controls the forces of nature, because He 


 them. He is 
the 


 behind the forces of nature.

11. After they crossed the Red Sea, they were in a desert with no 


. They 
began to 


. Even though they had seen the mighty 

 of God, they still did not believe that He would take care of them. God wants us to have 
faith and to 


 in Him. (Ex. 16:2-3)

12. God promised to give them 


 for every day. He caused a special 


 to appear on the ground in the morning. The people called the bread 
“


”. They had to 

 to gather their food. (Ex. 16:4-5, 14-15)

13. Soon they were without 

. They still had not learned to 




God. They complained, and were almost ready to kill Moses and try to 


 to Egypt. (Ex. 17:1-4)

14. God gave Moses instructions. He told him to hit a 

 with his stick. God made water flow out of the rock, enough for all those millions of people and their 


. (Ex. 17:6, Ps. 105:41)
15. God protected the Israelites as they 

. They would have lost their way 
and 

 if He had not led them and provided for them in the wilderness. They did 
not 


 His care and provision. They were a troublesome and complaining 
people. God took care of them because He is 


 and loving, and because He keeps His promises. He preserved them as a nation because of His promises to 
Abraham. He would use them to give the 

 to the world. He would use them 
to bring 

 Christ into the world.
