He was a 
talented man who could have become a great 



 in Egypt. Instead, 
Moses chose to identify himself with the Hebrew slaves. When he was 

 years old, he killed an Egyptian who was beating a Hebrew. When Pharaoh heard about this murder, Moses had to run away from Egypt. He went to Midian, and became a shepherd. (Ex. 2)
2. Moses watched sheep in Midian for 

 years. Meanwhile, the children of Israel continued to suffer in bondage in Egypt. They cried and groaned in their 
affliction. God heard their groaning and remembered His 



 to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. God had promised to make them a nation. During these 
hundreds of years in Egypt, that promise had come true. A family of 
 people had grown to a nation of millions of people. God had promised to take them out of 
Egypt and give them the Promised Land. God always 

 His promises.

3. When Moses was 40 years old, he wanted to help his oppressed people, but his 
efforts were not successful. At age 
, he had been a shepherd for 
 
years. It did not seem like he had much reason to hope that he could do anything to help the Hebrews. He watched a flock of sheep on the back side of the 



. He brought them to a mountain called Horeb. (Ex. 3)

4. Near the mountain, Moses saw a 


 that was on fire. He noticed that the bush continued to burn, but it did not burn up. When he went to look closer, 
God 


 to him. Moses was very afraid. God told him to take off his 



, because this was holy ground. God said that He had seen the affliction of His people in Egypt. He said that He was going to take them out of Egypt and bring them to the land of Canaan. He told Moses to go back to Egypt and 


 the nation of Israel to their Promised Land. 

5. Moses didn’t want to go. He did not think he was 


 to do what God told him to do. He had tried and failed to free his people from slavery. He had 
committed 



 in Egypt. God promised to go with him and to set them free. Moses wondered how he would tell the Hebrew people that God had sent 
him. What if they asked him what God’s 

 is? Moses asked God to tell 
His name. God said, “I AM THAT I 

”. Tell the people that I AM sent you to 
lead them. God is the God who 

. He exists, and there is no other. He does not need anything. He IS everything that we need. He IS, and always has BEEN, and always will BE. He is not limited by time. He exists in eternity.
6. Many years later, the Jews asked 


 to tell them who He was. (Jn. 8:25) He tried to explain, but they did not understand. Finally, Jesus told them, 
“Before Abraham was, I 

.” (Jn. 8:58) They understood that Jesus was 
saying He is 


. They were very angry to hear him say this, because they did not believe He was God. They picked up stones to kill Him, but they could not 
hurt Him until it was 


 for Him to die according to His plan. Jesus in the New Testament is the same person as the God in the Old Testament Who said “I AM”.
7. God told Moses to go to Egypt and meet with the elders of Israel. The families of 
Jacob’s 12 sons were now organized into great groups called the 12 
 of Israel. God wanted Moses to tell the leaders of these tribes that He was going to bring them out of Egypt and into the land of Canaan, which flows with milk and 


. God knew that Pharaoh would not want to let the people go free. Only 
God knows the 


. He promised to punish Egypt. He promised to give the riches of Egypt to Israel as payment for all their years of labor. 
8. Moses still did not want to go. He did not think the Israelites would believe him. 
God gave Moses power to perform some 


 that would show he really was from the true God. He could turn his rod into a serpent and back into a 
rod. He could make his 


 to be covered with leprosy, and make it 
healthy again. He could pour water on the ground and it would turn into 
.

9. Moses told God that he couldn’t go because he was not able to 


 
well. He said that his tongue was 

. God reminded Moses that He was the one who had made man’s tongue. He promised to be with Moses’ tongue and to teach him what to say. Moses asked God to send somebody else. God was 


 with Moses, but He promised to send Aaron his brother to help him. 

10. Aaron came to meet Moses, and they went to Egypt 



. They met with the Israelites and told them what God had said. They showed them 
the miracles as a 


 that God had really sent them. Israel believed 
God’s 


. Moses and Aaron went to meet with Pharaoh to ask him to let God’s people go.
