Lesson 17 worksheet - Israel: Let My People Go
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Fill in the blanks as we study the lesson.

1. Moses worked as a shepherd for 40 years in the desert of Midian. God appeared to him in a burning bush and told him to go back to Egypt. God commanded Moses to lead the people of Israel out of Egypt to the Promised Land of Canaan, which flowed with milk and honey. Moses did not want to go, but God gave him power to do some miracles, and sent his brother Aaron to help him. Moses met with the leaders of Israel, and they agreed to follow Moses.
2. Moses went to meet with Pharaoh. (Ex. 5) He said that the Lord God wanted Pharaoh to let His people go three days’ journey into the wilderness to offer sacrifices. Pharaoh said, “I don’t know the Lord, and I will not let Israel go!” Pharaoh decided that the Israelite slaves were trying to avoid doing their work. He thought they must not be working hard enough if they had enough free time to think about God. He told their slave masters to make them work harder.
3. The Israelite slaves had to make bricks out of mud and straw. Pharaoh commanded to not give them any straw. He said they could go gather their own straw, but they would still have to make just as many bricks. The Israelites were beaten because they could not produce their usual number of bricks. The task masters said they didn’t work hard enough, and wasted their time thinking about God and sacrifices.
4. The Israelites came to Moses and complained that he had caused this trouble for them. Moses prayed, “Lord, Why did you send me here? You are not delivering your people like You said You would.” God told Moses that He would bring great judgments against Egypt and would bring His people out of Egypt to the Promised Land.

5. Moses and Aaron went back to Pharaoh to say, “Let my people go.” (Ex. 7) Pharaoh asked them to show a miracle. Aaron threw down his rod, and it became a serpent. Pharaoh’s magicians threw down their rods, and they also became serpents. Aaron’s serpent ate up all the serpents of the magicians. Pharaoh would not let the people go.

6. Later, Moses and Aaron met Pharaoh by the river. They said, “Let my people go.” Aaron hit the water with his rod, and the river turned to blood. The fish died, and the people could not drink the river water. Pharaoh’s magicians showed him that they could also turn water into blood. Pharaoh refused let the people go.

7. Seven days later, Moses and Aaron went back to Pharaoh. (Ex. 8) They said “Let my people go, or God will cover your land with frogs.” Pharaoh refused, and God sent frogs everywhere - into the houses, the beds, the ovens, even the bread dough. Pharaoh’s magicians showed him that they could bring forth frogs, too. Pharaoh said, “Enough! Tell God to take away the frogs, and I will let the people go.” Moses asked him when he would like the frogs to go away, and Pharaoh said, “Tomorrow”. Many times people choose to be miserable for one more day rather than obey God right away.
8. The frogs all died, and Pharaoh changed his mind. God sent lice вши to cover the land. Pharaoh’s magicians tried to make lice, but they couldn’t. They said, “This is the finger of God.” The lice tormented the people and the animals. Pharaoh would not change his mind. God sent swarms of flies to the land, and Egypt was filled with corruption гниение. There were no swarms of flies in Goshen, where the Israelites lived. 

9. Pharaoh said, “Sacrifice to God, but do it here in the land.” Moses said that they must go three days journey into the wilderness. Pharaoh said, “Sacrifice, but do not go very far away. Please take these flies away!” God took away every single fly, then Pharaoh changed his mind. God sent a terrible disease to kill all the cattle in Egypt. (Ex. 9) None of the cattle of Israel died. God sent terrible boils фурункулы upon all the Egyptian people and animals. God sent a terrible hail storm град that killed people and animals, and destroyed crops and trees. Pharaoh said, “I have sinned. The LORD is righteous, and I and my people are wicked.” God stopped the hail, and Pharaoh changed his mind.
10. God promised to send locusts. (Ex. 10) Pharaoh’s servants said, “Let these people go! Our land is destroyed.” Pharaoh said, “Go sacrifice, but don’t bring your families.” Moses said that all of the Israelites must go. Pharaoh refused, and God sent locusts to cover the land and destroy the crops that were left. They filled every Egyptian house. Not one green thing was left in Egypt. Pharaoh said, “Take the locusts away! I will let the people go.” God took the locusts away, and Pharaoh changed his mind.

11. God sent darkness to Egypt for three days, but there was light among the Israelites. Pharaoh said, “You may go, and bring your families, but leave your possessions in Egypt.” Moses said they must bring everybody and everything to serve God. Pharaoh refused to let them go. He told Moses not to come back. He said, “If you see my face again, you will die.” Moses said, “I will see thy face again no more.”

12. God told Moses that He would send one more great plague upon Egypt, and then Pharaoh would let the people go. (Ex. 11) God said He would kill every firstborn child and animal in Egypt. He told the people of Israel to borrow valuable gold and jewels from the Egyptians. The people of Egypt were so afraid of Israel’s God that they were glad to give all of their valuables to the Israelites.
