Lesson 19 worksheet - Israel: The Red Sea

1. God worked many powerful miracles so that Israel could be 


 from slavery in Egypt. The last of these miracles happened on a night we remember as “the Passover”. Every firstborn child and animal died, unless the house was 
marked with the blood of a 


. We noticed that this was intended to be a symbol of God’s plan of Salvation. Death comes to all who are in bondage to sin and Satan, unless they believe in Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God. He shed his 
blood on the 



 to make Salvation possible. God said, “When I see the blood, I will pass over you.”
2. God led Israel out of Egypt. They followed God’s 



 of glory that turned into a pillar of fire every night to give them light and heat. He led them through the wilderness to the shore of the Red Sea. (Ex. 14) When Pharaoh knew that they were trapped there by the sea, he decided to attack them. God’s cloud 



 between the Egyptians and the Israelites. The cloud was dark 
on the Egyptian side, and 



 on the Israelite side.
3. God said that the Israelites should go forward. He told Moses to lift his 
 
over the sea. God used a strong 


 to open up a wide path through the middle of the Red Sea, so the people could walk through on dry ground. The 
Israelites walked across the Red Sea, with the water standing up like a 
 on both sides of them.
4. The Egyptian army saw Israel crossing through the middle of the sea. They also 
went down into the open pathway of dry ground to 


 after them. When 
the Egyptians reached the middle of the sea, God took the 



 off their chariots. Now they were trapped with the sea standing up high on both sides of them. The Israelites had reached the safe ground of the other shore. God told Moses 
to lift his hand over the sea. God 



 the waters over the Egyptian army, and destroyed every one of them.

5. The miracle at the Red Sea completed the deliverance of Israel from Egypt. It is the key event in the founding of the nation of Israel. It is mentioned many times 
throughout the 



 to remind God’s people that God can do impossible things. As Bible believers, we accept the Red Sea miracle as a 


 story exactly as it is recorded in the Bible. Many people have tried to say that this story is only a myth. Some people try to explain it as a phenomenon of 



, like an earthquake or tidal wave, or volcanic activity. Many scholars say that this was not really the Red Sea, but it was the “Sea of Reeds” 
which was only a few 


 deep. Some movies have been made about this story, which show the Israelites walking in water that is up to their knees. How could an entire army have drowned in a few inches of water? If that were true, it would still have been an amazing miracle! We believe the Bible when it says they crossed over on 

 ground, and the water stood up like a wall on both sides of them.
6. We do not try to find a scientifically reasonable explanation for the Red Sea 
miracle. We 



 it, and we praise God for it. The Red Sea crossing 
was completely impossible. It shows us the mighty 



 of God. 
7. Like the Passover, the Red Sea crossing gives us a symbolic picture of Salvation 
in Jesus Christ. The Israelites were in a completely 



 situation, with no hope to escape destruction. There was no way of escape for them. This is a 
clear picture of all sinful people. We cannot 


 ourselves. (Rom. 3:23)
8. God performed an amazing miracle to open a 

 out for Israel. Jesus 
died and 


 from the dead to open a way of Salvation for sinners. (Rom. 10:9)
9. The Israelites, who obeyed God and took the way He provided, were saved from 
destruction. People who 


 in Jesus, Who said, “I am the way”, are saved from sin. (Jn. 14:6)
10. The Egyptians, who did not believe in God, were destroyed. All people who will 
not accept God’s offer of Salvation in Jesus Christ will suffer 
 punishment in the lake of fire. (Rev. 20:15)
11. When Israel reached safety on the other side of the Red Sea, the sea closed. It 
was impossible for them to go 


 to Egypt. When a person trusts Jesus 
Christ and receives eternal life, it is not possible to ever 


 that salvation. (Jn. 10:27-29)
12. When Moses and the Israelites saw that God had saved them and killed their 
enemies, they sang a happy 

 of rejoicing and praise to God. (Ex. 15) Our 
deliverance from sin makes us 


 and joyful in God. Believers love to sing songs of praise to God. (Col. 3:16)
13. Soon after they crossed the sea, they came to a place called Marah, where the 



 was so bitter they could not drink it. God told Moses to put a 


 into the water, and it became sweet and good to drink. After we believe Jesus and He saves us, we come to bitter times in our life. When we remember “the 
tree” where Jesus died, He gives us sweet 


 in our hearts, even when life brings us bitter times. (Jn. 14:27)
