Lesson 24 worksheet - Israel: Broken Commandments
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Fill in the blanks as we study the lesson.

1. Moses went up onto Mount Sinai (also called Mount Horeb) to receive a message 
from God. (Ex. 19) The top of the mountain was covered with 


 and smoke. There was lightning, thunder, and an earthquake. God spoke to the people with a loud voice like a trumpet, and told them the Ten Commandments. (Ex. 20) 
The people were 


 to hear God speak. They told Moses to talk to God and then tell them what He said. God gave Moses many more laws and commandments. Moses wrote them in a book, called the book of the covenant, and 
read them to the people. They agreed to do what 


 said. (Ex. 21-23)
2. God told Moses to bring 
 of the leaders of Israel up to the mountain. (Ex. 24) God showed Himself to them, and they ate a meal there. God told Moses to come up 
onto the mountain. The glory of God covered Mount Sinai with 


 and fire for six days, and then Moses went into the cloud of smoke to talk to God. He 
stayed there for 

 days without eating or drinking.
3. He also gave Moses detailed instructions to build the Tabernacle, a portable 



 of worship. (Ex. 25-31) He told Moses how to make furniture and garments for the worship rituals, how to offer sacrifices, and other instructions for worship. At the end of forty days God gave Moses two tables (flat pieces of 



) with the Ten Commandments written on them. God wrote with His own finger upon the stones.
4. God told Moses that the people had already turned away from Him while Moses 
was gone. (Ex. 32, Deut. 9) They built a golden 


 and had an evil festival of idol worship. God wanted to kill the people, but Moses asked Him to forgive them. Then Moses went down from the mountain to see what the people 
were doing. When he saw their nakedness and wicked 


, he was so angry that he threw the stone tables to the ground and broke them in pieces. He 
destroyed the idol and punished the people. Three thousand men were 
.
5. God told Moses to lead the people to the promised land of Canaan. (Ex. 33) He 
promised to send an 


 to lead them, because they were so stiffnecked (stubborn), that He could not stand to be among them. He said that He would lose patience with them and consume them. When the people heard this, they 
were very 


. They humbled themselves and took off their ornaments.

6. Moses took his tent and set it up far away from the camp. He wanted to find a 
private place to 


 to God. He called his tent, “the tabernacle of the 
congregation”. The people who really wanted to 


 God took their tents outside the camp and set them up by Moses’ tent. They saw God’s cloud of 
glory come down to Moses’ tent, and they all went to their own tents to 
. Moses prayed in his tent for forty days without eating or drinking.
7. Moses asked God not to send an angel to lead them. Moses said that if God 



 did not come with them, he did not want to go. God agreed to go with them. Moses had been talking to God, but he had never really seen God in all 
His 


. He asked to see God’s glory. God said that no man could survive looking at God’s face, but He agreed to hide Moses in a rock and show him His “back parts”.
8. God told Moses to make two tables of stone like the ones he had 
. (Ex. 34, Deut. 10) He called Moses to come back up on the mountain. Moses stayed there with God for another forty days without eating or drinking. God gave him more 
laws and commandments and told Moses to write them down in a 


. God wrote the Ten Commandments again on the stone tables that Moses made.

9. Moses came down from the mountain with the stones in his hand. He did not know 
that his 


 was shining with a bright light because he had been with God. The people ran away from him in fear because his face shined. He had to 



 his face with a veil, and then the people came to him. He told them about God’s laws and commandments.
10. Moses told the people that God wanted them to build the Tabernacle, and make 
all the furniture and 



 for the priests to use in the worship rituals. (Ex. 35) He told them to bring “gold, and silver, and brass, and blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine linen, and goats’ hair, and rams’ skins dyed red, and badgers’ skins, 
and shittim wood, and 

 for the light, and spices for anointing oil, and for the sweet incense, and onyx stones, and stones to be set for the ephod, and for the 
breastplate”. This would be a freewill 



. Nobody would be forced to give anything. The people would only give if they had a willing heart.
11. God told Moses to give the materials to two skillful craftsmen, Bezaleel and 
Aholiab. They were very 



 in all kinds of work with metal, wood, jewels, leather, and fabrics. Many other wise hearted workers helped them to make 
the Tabernacle and all the furnishings. They followed the 



 that God had given to Moses.
12. Bezaleel and the other craftsmen came to Moses and told him there was a 



 with the offering. (Ex. 36) The people were giving too much! They brought more than enough material to make the Tabernacle. Moses had to 
command them to 


 giving.

13. Where did these poor 



, who came out of Egypt, find all of these rich materials? Remember that God had told them on the Passover night to ask for treasures from their Egyptian neighbors. This was the fair payment for all 
their years of 


 in Egypt. God used the treasures of Egypt to build a house of worship for Himself among the children of Israel.
