Lesson 27 worksheet - Israel: How the Tabernacle was like Jesus - continued
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Fill in the blanks as we study the lesson.

1. In the previous lesson, we learned how the Tabernacle of Israel represents the Lord Jesus Christ in many ways. The hanging of the outer court is made of white linen, which reminds us of His righteousness. The gate of the outer court was made of four colors, each of which tells us something of Christ. Heavenly blue says He is 
the divine Son of 


. Blood red says He was the human Son of 


. Royal purple tells us He is the 



. Purple is a mixture of red and blue, which says He was both God and man. White linen tells us 
He was the righteous 


. The gate itself reminds us that He is the door that allows us to come to God. 
2. Inside the gate was an altar of brass, which tells us of the sacrifice that Jesus 
made on the 



. It is a symbol of Salvation. Next was the laver of 
brass, a basin of water that shows us how Jesus 


 away our sins. It may also be seen as a symbol of baptism after salvation.
3. Next was the holy place, where the priests served every day. There were three pieces of furniture in the holy place that remind us of Jesus, and they also remind us of the duties of the Christian life. The table of showbread tells us that Christ is the 
bread of life. It reminds us to feed on the 


 of God. The altar of incense tells us that Jesus, our intercessor, prays for us. It reminds us to 



. The golden candlestick tells us that Jesus is the light of the world. It reminds us that we should shine the light of the Gospel witness to the world. 
The many lights shining together remind us to 



 together with other believers in church.
4. The next room in the Tabernacle was called the most holy place, or the holy of 
holies. It was closed by a 


 of blue, red, purple, and white. The veil was embroidered with figures of cherubims, which are angelic beings that live in the 
presence of 


. The most holy place represents the holy and glorious presence of God in Heaven. The veil kept people out of the most holy place, just as the holiness of God keeps sinful people out of Heaven. The holy of holies was the 
shape of a 


. (10x10x10 cubits) The heavenly city is the same shape, 1500x1500x1500 furlongs. (1500 furlongs = 2400 kilometers = 1500 miles)
5. Nobody could come into the holy of holies, except the high 


. He could only come in once a year, on the Day of Atonement, and he had to carry the 
blood of the sacrifice with him. The only way to come to God is with the 
 of the sacrifice of Christ. On the day when Jesus was crucified, the veil (in the temple) was torn in two from the top to the bottom. (Mk. 15:37-38) A way was made 
for man to 


 into the presence of God.
6. Inside the holy of holies was the Ark of the Covenant. This was a box made of 
wood, and covered with 


. Wood grows from the earth. It is temporary and will burn. It shows the humanity of Jesus. Gold is permanent and incorruptible. It 
shows the deity of Jesus. (He is 


) The ark was always in the presence of God. There were three things inside the ark: the stone tables of the law (Jesus is the word of God), a golden pot of manna (Jesus is the bread of life), and Aaron’s 


, which was dead, but it sprouted buds (Numbers chapters 16 and 17 - Jesus is the resurrection).
7. On top of the ark was the mercy seat. It was a golden 


 for the ark, and God’s presence lived there. There were two gold cherubims on top, with their wings stretched over the mercy seat to cover it. When the high priest came in to the 
most holy place, he had to sprinkle the blood of the sacrificed 


 on the mercy seat. This was the place where man met with God. It reminds us that we may live forever in Heaven in the presence of God because Jesus died on the cross 
for us. Through 


 we obtain mercy, so that God may accept us as forgiven saints. Hebrews 9:19-26 teaches that Jesus went into the heavenly holy of holies, which was the pattern for the earthly tabernacle, and offered his own blood as 
a sacrifice. This perfect sacrifice was made 


 time, and it is sufficient to last for all eternity.
8. The building of the tabernacle itself was made of boards. These individual parts all 
fit together, each in their own place, to make a whole house, just like a 
 is made up of many people working together. The boards sat on sockets of silver, 
which is a picture of redemption in Christ. 


 shekels were used as the money of atonement. (Ex.30:11-16) The boards were connected by an internal 
“invisible” bar, which reminds us of the Holy 


, Who lives in and unites the members of a local church. The boards were also connected by visible bars, which shows how church members help and support each other in unity.
9. The tabernacle was covered with 


 coverings. First was a covering of blue, red, purple, and white. It was embroidered with cherubims to remind us of the heavenly divinity of Christ. On top of that was a covering of goat’s hair, which 
reminds us that Jesus the 



 carried our sin away, like the scapegoat offering. (Lev. 16:5-11) Over that was a covering of ram’s skins dyed red, which picture the blood sacrifice of Jesus. On the top of all this was a covering of badger skins. This was the visible part. It was not beautiful, but it was durable. Jesus was not humanly beautiful, but His humanity withstood all temptation without 


.
